· First and foremost we would like to say thank you on behalf of 

Victoria en Peniel Asamblea De Dios in Trujillo, Peru.

Prayer Requests: 
 
· Thus far, a total of $3,512.75 has been given toward the building project.  This 

is essential, not just for the church and it's ministries; but for the children- as a 

major portion of the building project will be for the school classrooms that 

they will soon occupy.  Currently they hold school in the church Sanctuary, or 

outdoors. Their Sunday School of approximately 45 children is typically held 

outdoors, even though it is currently winter in Trujillo.  We need 

approximately $2,000.00 more to finish the project, please pray that the funds 

will continue to come in. 

· There are many more children that are in need of an education in La 

Carbonera.  Many parents have been waiting to see the funds come in before 

they decide to enroll their children in the school.  Please pray that each child 

who wants an education would be able to receive one. 

· The Pastor, Flor de Maria Linares Grandez, has been under severe attack in the 

midst of this project.  She fell very ill, but currently is doing better. She is also 

suffering from the effects of high blood pressure problems.  She has even run 

into “murmuring” from some naysayers who would try to convince the people 

of La Carbonera that help is not indeed on the way.  Please pray that The Lord 

would send workers to this project, that the funds would continue to come in, 

and that He would continually fill Pastor Grandez with His Spirit and 

anointing.
